AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 14, SECTION 131 OF THE CHARLOTTE CITY CODE

WHEREAS, on May 14, 1984, the Charlotte City Council approved a policy
to provide for a 25 miles per hour speed limit on non-thoroughfare
residential streets; and

WHEREAS, the residents of certain streets have submitted a petition
signed by at least 75 percent of the residents of the gtreets affected; and

WHEREAS, it has been determined, upon the basis of an engineering and
traffic investigation, that a lowered speed limit on certain streets of the
. City of Charlotte is not inappropriate; and

WHEREAS, G. S. 20-141 (speed restrictions) requires adoption of a speed
limit ordinance to amend Chapter 14, Section 131{(c) of the Charlotte City |
Code,
