That the City Council hereby orders the closing of the said alley off,'Morrow 

Street as described below, it appearing to the satisfaction of the City 

Council that the closing~of~the said alley is not contrary to the public 

interest and that no individuals, finns or corporation owning property in 

. the "vicinity thereof will be deprived of reasonable means of ingress and 

egress to his or its property; 

THAT CERTAIN ALLEY shown on a map·'· of the property of E. T. Cansler, 
Jr., which map is recorded in Map Book 332 at Page 165 of the Mecklen­
burg Public Registry, to which reference is hereby made, the said 
alley being 10 feet in width except for a flaring out of said alley 
at its northeasterly corner where it intersects with the southeasterly 
margin of Morrow Street, and the said alley bordering the rear lot 
line of Lots 1, 2 and 3, which said lots front on Elizabeth Avenue, 
as shown on said map, and the said alley tenninating at its north­
westerly extremity with the southeasterly margin of Morrow Street 
and tenninating at its southeasterly extremity with the northwesterly 
bank of Sugar Creek.
