WHERE•S, the conversion of Independence Boulevard into a freeway was recommended in the 1960 Thoroughfare Plan; and 

WHERE•S, completion of US 74 improvements is the City's highest priority transportation project; and 

WHEREAS, the North Carolina Department o£ Transportation agreed in 
198• 

to complete US 74 improvements between Brookshlre Freeway and Albemarle Roa• 
entirely at State expense in exchange for the City's assumption of NC 51 widening; and 

WHERF•S, the City completed the $14.9 million NC 51 widening project 1991 at no cost to the State; and 

WHERERS, the City obtained a $13.2 million grant £rem the Federal Transit Adm•nlstratlon to build a busway/High Occupancy Vehlcle lane in thel 
median of a reconstructed US 74; and 

WHERE•S, the Federal Transit &d•inlstratlon is concerned that s•hedulel 
delays on the US 74 project could result in cost increases to the busway project; and 

WHEREAS, the 1992-98 Nor•hCarolinaTransportation Improvement Program! shows that constru•tlon on the Brooksh•re-to-BriarCreekand Eastway-to- &Ibe•arle segments of the US 74 proJc•twill not begin until after 1998 although plans for both sections will be completa in 1992; and 

WHEREAS, a flve-year period, at a mlni•mm, in which there is no construction a•tlv•ty on the US 74 project is unacceptable given a current daily volume o£ over 90,000 vehicles per day on this roadway; and 

•4EREAB, the Interaodal Surfaoa Transportation Efficiency Act of 1991 increases the level of Federal highway £unda to bedistributed to the State 
o£ North Carolina.
