The bid from Southside Constructors, Inc., for Fire Station #42 was rejected for failure to comply 


with the Small Business Enterprise Program.  On April 15, Southside Constructors, Inc., 


requested an appeal with the City Manager.  The appeal took place on Wednesday, April 21 with 


Deputy City Manager Ron Kimble.  Because the appeal took place after the April 26 final agenda 


was printed, the Fire Station #42 Council Agenda item is attached in this Council-Manager 


Memo.  The Deputy City Manager’s appeal ruling to Southside Constructors, Inc. is also 


attached.

Charlotte Awarded EPA Brownfields Grant

The U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) has selected Charlotte for a $400,000 


Brownfield Community-Wide Assessment Grant.  These grants are competitively awarded each 


year. 


 


The Brownfields Program encourages redevelopment of contaminated sites such as abandoned 


gas stations, old textile mills and other industrial and commercial properties. Grant funds will 


support environmental assessment activities by the City of Charlotte and the private sector within 


the City’s Business Corridor Revitalization geographical area. Previously, EPA funds were used 


only for private sector assessments. This will enable the City to consider using its current locally-


funded assessment program to provide limited cleanup funding. The City is awaiting additional 


communication from the EPA which will have the grant guidelines and a cooperative agreement. 


Acceptance of the grant funds will be brought to Council this summer.

The City of Charlotte’s 15
th


 annual Neighborhood Symposium, “Creating Community:  A 


Symposium for Neighborhoods,” was held on Saturday, April 17, 2010, in collaboration with the 


Charlotte Clean and Green Earth Day Festival and CPCC’s Sensoria Celebration of the Arts. 


 


Additional partners included more than 25 organizations that made workshop presentations and 


55 exhibitors, including City of Charlotte and Mecklenburg County departments, non-profit 


agencies, neighborhood organizations, the U.S. Census Bureau and the Earned Income Tax 


Credit program (through Community Link). 


 


Other highlights included the opening program with greetings from Mayor Anthony Foxx and  


the presentation of a $2,000 check from the Conference of Mayor’s Financial Literacy Program 


through the 2010 DollarWi$e summer youth campaign.  The grant will support the incorporation 


of financial literacy into the Mayor’s Youth Employment Program.  The Creating Community

Southeast Energy Efficiency Alliance: Retrofit Ramp-up Program

Last fall, the Department Of Energy released a nation-wide competitive solicitation under an 


Energy Efficiency and Conservation Block Grant program: the “Retrofit Ramp-up and General 


Innovation Fund Programs.”  This competitive grant is different from the EECBG award the City 


received this past Tuesday and provides additional funding for energy efficiency improvements.  


  


The Southeast Energy Efficiency Alliance (SEEA), a non-profit organization that promotes 


energy efficiency throughout the southeastern United States, submitted an application for this 


competitive grant on behalf of several cities in the southeast, including Atlanta, Miami, New 


Orleans, Charleston, Charlottesville and Charlotte. SEEA categorized participating cities as  


Tier I or Tier II cities.  Tier I cities are those cities that are ready to implement energy efficiency 


programs immediately.  Tier II cities are those cities that need additional time to develop and 


implement energy efficiency programs. In December 2009, the Mayor advised the SEEA that 


Charlotte would be interested in participating as a Tier II city.  At that time, Charlotte had just 


submitted its application for the block grant money and, therefore, did not yet have any 


experience with the energy efficiency programs proposed for implementation under the Council-


approved Energy Strategy.        


 


On Wednesday, DOE notified SEEA that it had been awarded a $20 million dollar EECBG 


competitive grant.  This amount is approximately one third of the award SEEA requested. At this 


time, it is not clear how much funding may be available, and under what conditions, to Tier II 


cities like Charlotte. If additional money was to become available to Charlotte under this grant 


opportunity, one possible application would be to ramp-up the community-based programs in the 


Energy Strategy: the Commercial Retrofit Program; the Residential Energy Efficiency 


Improvement Program; and the Neighborhood Energy Challenge.  With the award of the City’s 


EECBG funding, these programs will get underway very soon.  Staff will be having additional 


dialogue with SEEA about prospects for additional energy efficiency funding for Charlotte and 


will keep Council advised.

Explanation 
 This project consists of the construction of a new 11,958 square-foot, three-bay 


Fire Station at 5620 Central Avenue near Eastland Mall.   
 The new station is needed to ease the workload at surrounding stations and 


improve emergency response time. 
 Construction completion is scheduled for third quarter of 2011. 


 
A. Reject the low bid from Southside Constructors, Inc. 
 Reject the low bid of $2,864,493.84 from Southside Constructors, Inc. 
 Southside Constructors, Inc. failed to meet the established Small Business 


Enterprise goal of 15.00% and also failed to meet the Good Faith Effort 
Requirements of the SBO Program. 
 


B. Award the construction contract to Murray Construction Co. 
 Award the construction contract to Murray Construction Co. as the lowest 


responsive and responsible bidder. 
 
Sustainable Facilities Design Commitments 
 Design of this facility was approximately 90% complete prior to finalization and 


adoption of the Policy for Sustainable City Facilities, but staff and consultants 
incorporated sustainable elements into the design to the extent practicable 
including a white membrane roof, “low flow” water fixtures, high efficiency HVAC 
system and finishes with low or no volatile organic compounds.  See below for a 
full description of Sustainable Facility Design Commitments. 


 The project, as designed, is expected to earn 51 of 100 LEED points.  The final 
score will be determined by the U.S. Green Building Council (USGBC) during the 
certification process.  Forty points are required to achieve basic LEED 
certification.  Fifty points are required to achieve LEED-Silver certification.   


 It is staff’s intention to pursue LEED certification, therefore this project has been 
registered with the USGBC. 


 The LEED payback period analysis projected a total annual energy savings of 
$10,865/year and initial equipment cost of $68,152 for a payback period of 6.3 
years. 


 A commissioning agent will be utilized on the project, as required by the Policy 
for Sustainable City Facilities, to ensure mechanical and electrical systems 
operate at optimum efficiency. 
 


Action: A. Reject the low bid from Southside Constructors, Inc., for   
failure to comply with the Small Business Enterprise Program; 
and 


 B. Award a contract to the lowest responsive and responsible 
bidder Murray Construction Co. in the amount of $2,964,136.24 
for the construction of Fire Station #42.
