On January 24, Rodney Faulkner asked City Council to defer the Council vote to demolish three
buildings at 832 Seigle Avenue. Mr. Faulkner is a real estate agent for the property owner.
Council voted to give Mr. Faulkner thirty days to sell the property and return to Council with a
detailed plan to bring the property into compliance with the City’s Non-Residential Building
Code. Mr. Faulkner was also required by Council to clean up the property and secure the
building to limit vagrant access. Mr. Faulkner and some neighborhood volunteers did make a
good faith effort to secure the buildings and clean up the property, however Code Enforcement
checked the buildings on February 23 and found vagrants back inside the buildings. (Photos
below)

On February 9, Mr. Faulkner notified Council by email that his two prospective buyers had
chosen not to purchase the property.

On February 18, Mr. Faulkner notified Council again by email that six new prospective buyers
had been identified. He added that Green City Development had agreed to purchase the
property indicating a closing date of Friday, February 25. Green City Development also
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intended to make an offer on the City-owned property behind the church on Seigle Avenue to
be used for parking. As of February 23, City Real Estate had received no such offer. It is difficult
to determine from the e-mail if the sale of the Seigle Avenue property is contingent on the
purchase of the City property.

Code Enforcement has had no direct contact with the current owner of the property. The
location of the three buildings and their deteriorated state will result in continued vagrancy
problems and other community safety related issues. The property was submitted by CMPD as
a public agency referral to Code Enforcement nearly a year ago.

At the February 28 Council meeting, Mr. Faulkner and Green City Development will ask City
Council for more time to consummate the aforementioned sale and proposed development of
the property.

ATTACHED is the February 25 State Legislative Update. Changes from last week’s update are
denoted in bold face type (SEE TABLE OF CONTENTS ON LEFT).

Budgetary and annexation issues were front and center at the General Assembly this week.

The House and Senate Appropriations Committees subcommittees continue to meet jointly,
hearing presentations from state staff on the Governor's proposed budget. While the Governor
vetoed the Balanced Budget Act of 2011 (SB 13), which would have required the Governor to
find over $500 million in savings from this year’s budget for FY13, the House and Senate didn’t
even try to overturn the veto. Instead SB 109 was filed calling on the Governor to find $537
million of savings in the current budget to be used for next year. SB 109 does not specify where
to find the funds unlike SB 13, which listed various economic development grant funds to tap.

The Involuntary Annexation Moratorium bill was heard in Senate Finance this week. In
response to information from the City of Charlotte showing that the City had already expended
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or committed in excess of S5 million for the 2011 annexations, Senator Clodfelter offered an
amendment in Senate Finance on Tuesday to exempt the 2011 Charlotte annexations from SB
27. The bill sponsor accepted the amendment and the amended bill was reported out of
Senate Finance. The Charlotte exemption was the only such exemption in the bill. By
Wednesday morning, the Republican Senate leadership received many complaints from other
Senators and cities that Charlotte was receiving "special treatment". The leadership decided
that day to re-refer the bill back to Senate Finance so the amendment could be stripped out on
Tuesday, March 1. On Friday, Senate President Pro Tem Phil Berger, addressing the Metro
Mayors Coalition Winter Meeting in Greensboro, alluded to the exemption stating that no
exemptions would be in the bill. Senator Berger expects the bill to be reported out of
committee and to pass the Senate next week.

Committee Discussion:

Council member Carter welcomed everyone to the meeting and asked those in attendance
to introduce themselves.

l. Federal Update

Dana Fenton introduced representatives from Holland & Knight participating via
conference call: Shawna Whatley and Jeff Boothe. Ms. Whatley will provide an update
on earmarks and Mr. Boothe will give an update on transit.

Whatley: Congratulations on winning the DNC bid; we would love to assist you all.

Last Tuesday, the Chair of the Senate Appropriations Committee
conceded to the House and agreed to not include earmarks. So, they will
begin transitioning to a grant assisted approach. We will work with the
Delegation to make sure your priorities are aligned with the appropriate
grants and start making the rounds.

Carter: We had unified action last year with our projects. Are there other things
we can do to bolster our requests?

Whatley: It depends on the priorities. On regular projects it helps and we can
continue to keep you updated on opportunities and then inform you when
they are ready to move forward.

Dulin: Last year we were kind of in the same boat with Myrick out of earmarks,
so we really are in the same situation?

Fenton: Everyone is out of earmarks in this lame duck session.

Dulin: I missed that — sorry. | know the squeaky wheel gets the oil, so would it
help if we made a more public face there or would that be bothersome?

Whatley: We will go through the same process as last year when you are here for
the League of Cities meeting. We will schedule a round of meetings and
identify projects you can take to the Delegation for grant opportunities. It
IS just as important as last year. And, we will keep you informed.

Carter: Is Myrick open to grants?

Whatley: She has said she will do whatever she can to be helpful.

I would be interested in seeing a streetcar summit being put before them.

Keep in mind there is an invitation forthcoming from the Assistant
Secretary of Transportation to a select number of attendees to discuss the
future of streetcars, wireless technology, etc. in a smaller group setting.
The group will include one person from each city; | assume that would be
you, Council member Carter, since we have just found out Council
member Mitchell has a conflict.

We should see the budget on Monday. The rumor is there is a
discretionary pot of money communities can go after new starts. We are
not clear what the money can be used for, what the criteria is going to be.
But, the timing of the streetcar discussion a day after the budget is out
means the authorization projects will likely be delayed to later in the
month. With respect, the Administration will be the first out this month
with a bill. The House hearings are invitation only related to
transportation. James Mitchell, as President of NLC, will have a speaking
role on transit. It is expected the House will zero out the starts program;
the Mayor has signed a letter to the Delegation.

Actually, that’s in process.

We have been in contact with the House and Senate to express the
importance of these programs especially to Charlotte.

I would like to comment for the record that | am still not a streetcar
proponent. | would say “good luck” — I don’t hope you fail, but I’m not
voting for the streetcar. It is not unanimous.

Understood.
I will help on the extension though.

We are trying to have transit and the city link arms so they understand
how important transit funding is to cities. The Republicans zeroed out the
compromise money the House leadership developed in the budget with the
continuing resolution. So, it will be interesting to see what is funded
versus what is cut. It has to get 60 votes in the Senate and withstand a
Presidential veto. There is a lot still to play out. Appropriations have
been banned, but an authorization bill is different. We still prepare the
projects as we did when we were assuming earmarks.

Thank you. Your advice will continue to be crucial for us as we approach
people. I’'m delighted to be at the reception; I think it will be fruitful; but |
will also need guidance.

The wireless car that was recently on display here spawned a lot of
interest. The Administration was unaware. They thought United Streetcar
was the only technology available, so we forwarded them the information
from the Charlotte display. It was an interesting conversation and they
were interested in the wireless technology, but also the availability of
girder rail. The US supplier recently shut down, so there needs to be an
aggregation of orders of wireless and girder rail to justify opening the line,
especially the girder rail. Again, it will be an interesting conversation.

When the streetcar display was here, | introduced myself to the guy, and
granted | was casual, but this was the Senior Vice President, and | asked
him how much a prototype would cost. He had no idea the cost. It was an
interesting exchange.

It is really a supply and demand issue. They probably don’t know until
the orders come in. So, it is hard to say when you don’t know if you will
be making three or 25.

They should know in the ballpark.

Sure. It’s probably $3.5 to $4 million, plus.

One thing that we have been looking for is the annual restarts report. We
haven’t heard if we will be in or out. | know there was some question
about project schedules.

One other thing on the radar, it was just announced the President will cut
the CBDG grant by 7.5%.

The County administration has been very much aware.
We will be working with you to plan and coordinate a NLC schedule.

With the scaled down funding, etc., this is national, not just Charlotte, do
we have enough time to figure out what we can do with less money?
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Whatley: Yes. The National organization has been talking to the White House and
then to Congress to keep the funds. But, yes, we have been thinking about
working with less if that happens in the President’s budget. There is talk
of getting back to the 2008 levels by the Republicans.

Dulin: We know what’s coming, so we need to figure out what to do by March.

The reason is this gives folks a chance to talk
about the issues that are going on. However, we fear that the temporary
moratorium will become permanent. The League has gotten to work on
this quickly.

Could you get us a copy of what is being proposed?

Should I speak to Tillis, because it
affects a potential hospital with water and sewer. There is a lot pending
on this.

Kimble: Yes, thank you. The point is the moratorium would be effective July 1.

Our position is let’s not have a moratorium, let’s negotiate changes. But,
they are gung ho on a moratorium.

Dulin: I could go to Raleigh tomorrow, if necessary.

Kimble: We need to decide what kind of resources are necessary. The League is
doing a great job, because this is a huge topic. Everyone is sending in
information. We have the last six years worth of information ready to go
to be able to discuss the impact.

Carter: If it would be effective, we could go together.

HOT TOPIC

Balanced Budget Act of 2013 (SB 13 — Stevens)

Act would require Governor to reduce current year General Fund expenditures by $400 million
for use in the following fiscal year, including nearly $80 million in non-recurring economic
development funds; bill is opposed by the administration and other groups such as the North
Carolina Economic Developers Association; funds are being used to draw companies to and keep
current employers in North Carolina; bill was subject of spirited debate in the Senate on
February 3.

DEVELOPING ISSUES

Eminent Domain/Economic Development (HB 8 — Stam / SB 37 — Jackson)
Proposed constitutional amendment would ban the use of eminent domain for any and all
economic development purposes, even those that are incidental to the project; referred to
Judiciary committees.

Increase Property Tax Appeals Efficiency (HB 43 — Carney)

Legislation requested by Mecklenburg County to increase the size of the Board of Equalization
in anticipation of the high number of property valuation appeals expected in 2011; General
Assembly is aiming to get this bill through for the Governor’s signature by early march so the
County Comumission may implement the necessary changes.

State Law to Provide for Acceptable ID’s (HB 33 — Cleveland)
Lists forms of identification that all governmental entities, including local governments may use
to determine actual identity.





Public Contracts / Illegal Immigrants (HB 35 — Cleveland)

Legislation would prohibit state and local government contracts with those companies that
employ illegal immigrants and require such contractors to use the federal E-Verify Program to
ensure that illegal immigrants are not hired.

High Level Overview of City and Town Issues—2011 GA Long Session:

Annexation:

One of the most contentious issues this session. SB 27 (Brock, Newton, Goolsby)/HB 9 (Dollar, LaRoque, L.
Brown, R. Brown(plus 30 co-sponsors) INVOLUNTARY ANNEXATION MORATORIUM was filed second day of
session. Places moratorium on all annexations until July 2012 and tolls any annexation proceedings if ordinance
has not bee adopted(ie in litigation). A number of newly elected legislators ran on an anti-annexation platform.
The majority of House and Senate members believe reform is needed and feel politically pressured for it to
include a vote or voice of annexed residents. League will again offer 20-point proposal plus some additional
significant necessary remedies in a reform bill. Major issues will focus on a ‘voice/vote’ for near-town residents
and more ‘meaningful services’ as part of city-initiated annexation. Major change is certain, based on the





current sentiment of the General Assembly. League staff is working with key Senate and House leaders and will
fight to retain annexation authority. A strategic plan has been developed and is currently being executed.

Budgat;

Balancing the budget is expected to be the main focus of the General Assembly in the long session. Current
budget gap is $3.4 billion. Republican leaders state that they intend to close the gap through cuts, not new taxes.
This would include state layoffs and salary reductions. They have also been clear that they don'tintend to take
money from local government or ‘transfer’ the costs to deal with the gap. However, in reality, everything will be
on the table. League staff will continue to work closely with legislative leaders and educate new legislators on
municipal budgets and continued local cuts. Much staff time will be focused on ensuring local revenues are
protected and additional costs are not passed down.

ABC Privatization and Permit Input:

Privatizing the ABC system will likely be considered by the General Assembly but the Governor’s announced
position against privatization recently significantly reduced momentum. Current proposals discussed include
maintaining a ‘control state’ in NC, giving local governments and ABC Boards continued roles, providing long-
term revenue stream for local governments. Several questions remain, including how stranded assets will be
managed and the process for determining ABC store locations. The Governor does not seem to have interest
group or general public support for privatization. However, it continues to be on the table because of the
potential short-term revenue that could be used to address the state budget crisis. On a related issue, the
League will continue to work to gain more authority for cities and towns in the ABC permitting process, to ensure
safety and societal issues are better addressed around restaurants and bars serving Hquor.

Internet Sweepstakes Cafes Ban:

League involved in successful passage of banning the use of electronic machines and devices for sweepstakes
purposes. Sweepstakes industry challenged in courts and many Cafes remain operational. The NC Court of
Appeals recently denied the NC Justice Dept request for a stay of the previous ruling that part of the state’s ban
on sweepstakes games was unconstitutional. Regardless, tighter legislation is likely needed, if a true ban is
desired. $B 3 BROADEN SWEEPSTAKES LAW (Vaughan) has been introduced to do just that. However, recent
proposals are also being considered to move sweepstakes cafes under state control , in which case, a different
state and local revenue system would be developed.

Local Government Retirement System: LGERS Board voted in late January to increase the employer contribution
rate by .53 percent of payroli, effective July 1, 2011, bringing the employer rate to 6.88 percent of payroil (7.35
for LEOs). The LGERS Board voted to reject two recommendations from the Future of Retirement System Study
Commission: 1. Board rejected creation of a defined contribution option for new employees and 2. Board
rejected a minimum unreduced retirement age of 55 with 30 yrs service. Board did approve plan for auto-
enrollment of future employees into supplemental savings plan.

Municipal Broadhand:

Very successful in 2010 stopping plans for a moratorium bill and stopping a bill limiting municipalities to General
Obligation bonds only. However, creation of municipal broadband systems ,where private providers are unwilling
or unable to provide service, is not supported by many Republican legislators, including SpeakerThom Tillis, who
was one of the most outspoken opponents in previous sessions. The League’s best hope on this issue, given the
current environment, is to work toward a public-private partnership bill and work to keep existing municipal
broadband systems (Wilson and Salisbury) protected.

Transportation/Mobility Fund:

The League continues to work closely with the DOT to address state/local working processes and relationships.
No additional talk of road maintenance transfer to local government at this point. The League will be working
with a coalition of interest groups to build more funding for the Mobility Fund. There is early discussion of
possibly capping the gas tax at 32.2 cents/gallon which would have a very negative impact on DOT work plans
and potentially on Powell Biil funds.






Eminent Domain;

Rep. Skip Stam {new majority leader) and several other Republican legistators introduced HB 8 EMINENT DOMAIN
{Stam), a bill calling for a NC Constitutional Amendment prohibiting the condemnation of private property for
economic development purposes, and providing for just compensation with right of trial by jury in all
condemnation cases. The amendment would be placed on the ballot during the November general election in
2012. The League continues to oppose the bill because cities/towns are not now authorized to conduct this
activity, and new language in the NC Constitution could easily be misinterpreted in the future - - further inhibiting
legitimate economic development activities. The bill will be difficult, if not impossible to stop in the House. We
are working to build understanding for our position in the Senate.

Regulatory Update:

NCLM has been successful in sending the ill-concelved and costly nutrient threshold rules back to the drawing
board, with DENR instead pledging to hold a one-day symposium on the issue later this fall. Also, League staffis
coordinating response for the Phase Il stormwater permit renewals (over 120 communities impacted).

MEAC {Municipal Environmental Assessment Coalition) is active in all of these areas, and having a very successful
impact. The report detailing policy suggestions was just received from the MEAC consultant. The report
examines the triennial review metals standards changes and will be used to lessen the impact of the new
standards. Looking out over next six months, League staff expects EPA’s continued efforts to expand the scope
and number of areas subject to stormwater regulation and the topic of nutrient impairment of waters to receive
greater discussion. EPA may promulgate its ozone standards as well.

LEAGUE LINC Grassroots Update:
League LINC {Legislative Information Network of Communities) has established a foundation for transitioning to

the 2011-2012 biennium of the General Assembly. League staff will be building upon tools introduced in the
2010 session. The municipal official/ legislative relationships section of the website continues to grow.

HOT TOPIC

State Budget
Governor Perdue released her recommended FY 2012 and FY 2013 budgets on February 18;

facing a $2.4 billion deficit for FY 2012 and $2.0 billion for FY 2013, the budget closes the gap
by reducing spending by $3.2 billion and netting an additional $1.4 billion in “revenue changes”;
among the netted “revenue changes” is continuation of 0.75% of the 1% temporary state sales tax
implemented in 2009 and reduction of the corporate income tax rate from 6.9% to 4.9%;
included in the spending reductions is elimination of 10,000 state positions through a
combination of attrition, layoffs, and early retirements; House and Senate Appropriations
subcommittees have been hearing presentations from state staff on proposed budgets and
will be considering ways to shift monies to address specific issues; Transportation
subcommittees are examining how to fill $300 million maintenance funding shortfall
including considering cancellation of two turnpike authority projects (Garden Parkway
and Mid-Currituck Bridge) and shifting gap funding to maintenance accounts; other
projects may be at risk.

DEVELOPING ISSUES

Balanced Budget Act of 2011 (SB 13 — Stevens) / Spending Cuts for the Current Fiscal Year
(SB 109 - Stevens)

SB 13 directs Director of the Budget to reduce current year General Fund expenditures in an
unspecified manner to reach a goal of $400 million for use in the following fiscal year, and
sweeps another $142 million from state accounts including nearly $80 million in non-recurring
economic development funds; concern raised by Governor and economic development groups is
that other states are investing more funds in economic development and that North Carolina






projects not yet committed will be at a severe disadvantage; bill was subject of spirited debate in
both the House and Senate; bill has passed both House and Senate and is heading to Governor’s
desk; Charlotte Chamber of Commerce dropped its opposition to the bill after Speaker Tillis
assured Chamber leaders that he is committed to keeping the State competitive and that he will
work proactively with other leaders in the legislature and state government to aggressively
recruit jobs and investment to North Carolina; Governor vetoed the bill; since House does not
have votes to overturn veto, SB 109 has been introduced calling for spending reductions of
$537 million in the current year for funding of the FY 2012 budget; SB 109 does not spell
out from where the funds are to be secured.

Increasing Costs Prohibition (SB 22 — Brown)

Bill prohibits state environmental agencies subject to the Administrative Procedures Act from
promulgating rules and regulations that result in higher costs unless adoption of the rule is
required to respond to one of the following: (a.) a serious and unforeseen threat to the public
health, safety, or welfare; (b.) an act of the General Assembly or United States Congress that
expressly requires the agency to adopt rules; (c.) a change in federal or State budgetary policy;
(d.) a federal regulation; or (e.) a court order; expires January 1, 2013; passed Senate; referred
to House Environment.

Partisan Elections for Supreme Court, Court of Appeals, Superior and District Courts (HB
64 — Sager / SB 47 — Tillman)
Bill would restore partisan elections for these judicial positions.

Eminent Domain/Economic Development (HB 8 — Stam / SB 37 — Jackson)

Proposed constitutional amendment would ban the use of eminent domain for any and all
economic development purposes, even those that are incidental to the project; referred to
Judiciary committees.

Increase Property Tax Appeals Efficiency (HB 43 — Carney / SB 55 - Clodfelter)
Legislation requested by Mecklenburg County to increase the size of the Board of Equalization
in anticipation of the high number of property valuation appeals expected in 2011; General
Assembly is aiming to get this bill through for the Governor’s signature by early March so the
County Commission may implement the necessary changes; SB 55 passed Senate and House
and has been ratified (2011-1).

State Law to Provide for Acceptable ID’s (HB 33 — Cleveland)
Specifies forms of identification that all governmental entities, including local governments, are
authorized to use to determine actual identity.

Public Contracts / lllegal Immigrants (HB 36 — Cleveland)

Legislation would prohibit state and local government contracts with those companies that
employ illegal immigrants and require such contractors to use the federal E-Verify Program to
ensure that illegal immigrants are not hired; contractors are starting to lobby the General
Assembly regarding the additional costs and liabilities this legislation would impose upon
businesses.






Municipal Broadband - Level Playing Field/Local Government Competition (HB 129 —
Avila)

Bill takes up where 2010 SB 1209 (Hoyle) left off by imposing additional requirements for
municipalities to follow when establishing broadband systems for use by the general public;
section of bill exempts internal government broadband systems that work within the
jurisdictional boundary; sponsor has agreed to Charlotte’s request to broaden exemption
to regional systems so as to accommodate the public safety broadband system funded by
the stimulus grant to serve regional public safety assets which will be operated by the City;
Representative Carney was instrumental in convincing sponsor to accept City amendment.

Land Transfer Tax (HB 92 — Howard)
Bill would repeal the local option land transfer tax enacted in 2007.

Annexation (HB 9 — Dollar / SB 27 — Brock)

Similar bills would impose moratorium on all involuntary annexations currently in process until
July 1, 2012; City’s proposed annexations effective June 30, 2011 would be impacted; purpose
of moratorium is to get all parties to the table to arrive at mutually satisfactory bill to run in 2012
General Assembly; concern expressed by localities is that moratorium will merely be extended
annually like what has occurred in Virginia; SB 27 reported out of Senate State and Local
Government and re-referred to Senate Finance; Senator Clodfelter was able to get amendment
in Senate Finance exempting Charlotte 2011 annexations from moratorium; however
Senate Republican leadership received many complaints about “special treatment” for City
from other cities and Senators and has sent bill back to Senate Finance to strip out
Charlotte amendment; bill is expected to be heard in coming week.






In an unprecedented move, several bills have been filed to repeal involuntary annexations
previously authorized and implemented by Rocky Mount, Lexington, Kinston and other cities
prior to 2010; basis for exercising this power is Section 1 of Article V11 of State Constitution
giving the General Assembly the power to fix jurisdictional boundaries.

Courts Funding

Mobility Fund
Governor’s proposed budget provides $31 million in FY 2012 and $45 million in FY 2013, the
amounts envisioned for FY 2012 and FY 2013 when the fund was established in 2010.
