On February 25, the City Council approved a request to designate $30,000 from the FY2013 Council 
Discretionary Fund to match UNC Charlotte’s contribution for 10 UNC Charlotte students to attend 
the Washington Center’s internships program in Washington, D.C., during the 2013-2014 academic 
school year.  UNC Charlotte has now set up the scholarship application process through the 
University Career Center, a faculty selection committee has been formed, and the recruiting of 
students has begun. Student applications are due by April 15 and scholarships will be awarded in the 
beginning of May.  Per Council’s request, the selection criteria include an assessment of the student’s 
career plans in public service and/or within the Charlotte community.  UNCC’s attached marketing 
materials (see “Washington Center.pdf”) note that 50% of the scholarships are sponsored by the 
Charlotte City Council.

Charlotte Makes List of Top 25 US Cities with the Most Energy Star Buildings

The U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) ranked Charlotte 14th in the nation in 2012—
up from 17th in 2011, among the top 25 Cities with the most Energy Star certified 
buildings.  According to the report, the Charlotte-Gastonia-Rock Hill metro area has 133 Energy 
Star certified buildings that are saving more than $15 million in annual utility bills. Energy Star 
certified buildings use an average of 35 percent less energy and are responsible for 35 percent 
fewer greenhouse gas emissions than typical buildings. Energy Star labeled buildings in 
Charlotte achieved significant reductions in their energy bills and greenhouse gas emissions.  


The Charlotte Mecklenburg Government Center (CMGC) is an Energy Star recognized facility. 
Since 2003, staff has been able to reduce the energy consumption at CMGC via retro-
commissioning, lighting upgrades, and other energy projects. In 2012 CMGC’s energy efficiency 
was rated in the top seven percent for buildings of its type.  


In addition to its efforts at the CMGC, the City of Charlotte is involved in other efforts to 
promote energy efficiency. Charlotte is a participant in Envision Charlotte, a first in the world 
endeavor to reduce the carbon footprint of a city’s central business district. This program, a 
unique public-private partnership between the city, corporate leaders, and Center City building 
managers, helped Charlotte climb the Energy Star rankings.

HOT TOPICS 
 
Charlotte Regional Airport Authority Act (SB 81 – Rucho / HB 104 – Brawley) Legislation 
transfers control of the Charlotte Douglas International Airport from the City of Charlotte to an 
independent Authority composed of 13 members; Charlotte City Council, Charlotte Mayor, 
County Commissions of Mecklenburg, Gaston, Cabarrus, Lincoln, Iredell and Union, Speaker of 
the House, Senate President Pro Tem, and Governor would each get one appointee; final two 
appointees would be picked by Authority members; in Senate Finance, committee added power 
for the Authority to exercise eminent domain for public uses at the Airport but only after being 
authorized by a majority of the eight local government appointee members of the Authority; SB 
81 goes on to state that the power of eminent domain may not be used by the Authority to 
acquire land for uses such as hotels, motels, restaurants, or industrial parks; HB 104 referred to 
House Transportation; SB 81 passed Senate and has been sent to the House 
 
Panther’s Stadium (HB 193 – Samuelson, W. Brawley, Carney, Earle) Legislation allows 
City of Charlotte to utilize Convention Center funds to finance improvements to Bank of 
America Stadium, which funds are already needed to finance coming Convention Center 
improvements; funds in the Convention Center account are not even enough to finance the 
needed stadium improvements; reported out of House Government on 3/14 
 
Mecklenburg Revaluation (HB 200 – W. Brawley, Cotham / SB 159 – Tarte, Rucho) 
Legislation requested by Mecklenburg County to correct issues related to the recent countywide 
revaluation; HB 200 referred to House Government, and SB 159 referred to Senate Finance

STATE BUDGET 
 
The subcommittees of the House and Senate Appropriations Committees continued meeting 
jointly this week.  Plans are in place for subcommittees to meet though late-April.  In early May, 
the Senate Appropriations Committee will consider and present a proposed budget to the full 
Senate by May 7, which the full Senate would vote on by May 9.  The House would then vote on 
its budget plan by May 30, which would then start the budget conference process.  June 13 has 
been set aside as the date to pass the budget conference report, which would then be sent to the 
Governor for approval.  A mid-June passage of the budget presages a General Assembly session 
that would adjourn no sooner than late-June. 
 
LEGISLATIVE AGENDA 
 
Long Term Investment Program (SB 276 – Clodfelter) Charter bill that amends City’s long 
term investment authority to enable use of “prudent investor” rule; referred to Senate State and 
Local Government 
 
Public Transportation Buses (SB 301 – Graham) Increases maximum allowable length of 
public transportation buses from 45 to 60 feet, thus allowing use of higher capacity articulated 
buses; referred to Senate Transportation 
 
Infrastructure Improvements (SB 104 – Hartsell) Legislation eliminates the July 1, 2013 
sunset date of the Special Assessments for Critical Infrastructure Needs Act of 2008; SB 104 is 
consistent with City and MTC legislative agendas that requested extension of sunset date to 
allow for continued examination of Red Line Regional Rail project and not lose one of the 
sources of funding for the project 
 
Transportation Project Financing (SB 322 – Clodfelter) Legislation allows local government 
to use special obligation bond financing for public transportation projects; referred to Senate 
Finance 
 
Civil Service Board (SB 299 – Graham) Charter bill that increases membership of Charlotte 
Civil Service Board from 7 to 9 members; referred to Senate State and Local Government 
 
DEVELOPING ISSUES 
 
Zoning/Design & Aesthetic Controls (HB 150 – Dollar, W. Brawley, Moffitt, Jordan / SB 
139 – Clodfelter, Gunn, Tarte)  Legislation restricts use of design standards by counties and 
cities for any residential dwelling subject to the NC Residential Code for One and Two Family 
Dwellings; several exceptions are granted for dwellings located in historic districts and national 
registers of historical places, local, State or federal national historical landmarks, manufactured 
or modular housing, life safety codes, and national flood insurance program areas; SB 139 
referred to Senate Commerce and HB 150 to House Regulatory Reform; HB 150 reported out of 
committee on 3/13 and will be debated on 3/19. 
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Week 7 State Legislative Report 
 
Towns Enforce Ordinances on Lake Norman (HB 186 – Jeter / SB 142 – Tarte) Local 
legislation authorizes towns of Cornelius, Davidson, Huntersville, Mooresville and Troutman to 
enforce ordinances adopted by the towns on the waters of Lake Norman extending 2,500 feet 
from the shoreline at the 760 waterline (the 760 waterline indicates that the elevation of the lake 
is 760’ when full); SB 142 referred to Senate State and Local Government 
 
Eminent Domain Constitutional Amendment (HB 8 – McGrady, Stam, Lewis, Goodman):  
HB 8 proposes for voter consideration a constitutional amendment prohibiting condemnation 
except for a public use; legislation similar to that filed in 2011 but was never acted upon by the 
Senate; HB 8 passed the House and has been sent to the Senate; referred to Senate Rules 
 
Repeal Combined Motor Vehicle & Registration System (HB 30 – Stevens, Starnes):  HB 30 
would repeal the 2005 law that provides for payment of local motor vehicle taxes at the same 
time the annual state vehicle registration is required; system will soon be going online and is 
expected to result in a higher rate of taxes collected; referred to House Transportation 
 
Annexation Amendment (HB 79 – Pittman, Hardister, Ford):  Proposed constitutional 
amendment would amend Article VII of Section 1 to prohibit the General Assembly from 
authorizing any annexation initiated by local governments unless two-thirds of the registered 
voters living in the affected area approve the annexation; amendment also prohibits the exercise 
of ETJ powers; referred to House Government 
 
Repeal of Extraterritorial Jurisdictional Powers (HB 264 – Pittman) “Justice for Rural 
Citizens Act” repeals authority of cities and towns to exercise extraterritorial jurisdictional (ETJ) 
powers in adjacent unincorporated areas due to inability of ETJ residents to vote in municipal 
elections; referred to House Government

SUBJECT: Referral of North Davidson Parking Deck to Economic Development Committee 
 
 
In 2012, Council adopted the Business Corridor Revitalization Strategy Update which includes a 
directive to explore parking solutions in targeted commercial nodes such as the North Davidson 
(NoDa), Plaza Midwood and SouthEnd neighborhoods. 
 
There is a current residential development being proposed in NoDa which will eliminate roughly 
185 privately owned surface parking spots currently utilized for public parking.  
 
A recently completed parking demand analysis revealed current parking deficits in NoDa will be 
exacerbated by the loss of these spaces. Neighborhood & Business Services staff has been 
working with the developer of the site, Woodfield Partners, to develop a mitigation plan for the 
loss of publicly available parking. A possible solution is a public – private partnership to add 
capacity to Woodfield Partners planned parking deck. 
 
This matter is time sensitive.  Therefore, I am referring the potential partnership to the Economic 
Development Committee for review and recommendation to the City Council.
