ZONING COMMITTEE

The Zoning Committee voted unanimously to recommend APPROVAL 
of this petition with the following modifications: 
 
1. Listed proposed zoning as UMUD-O SPA. 


2. Removed notes “E” and the “Statement with respect to the 
graphics…” in their entirety. 


3. Added a note that administrative changes may be made in 
accordance with Section 6.207. 


4. Added a note indicating that the sign package represents the 


maximum amount of signage proposed for the ballpark, and 
specifies that it does not include the signage for the future 


outparcel development along Fourth Street, which will have 
signage subject to the standard UMUD regulations.   


5. Reduced the square footage of the proposed 1,776 square foot 
sign on the rear of the batter’s eye wall to 75% of the wall area 
with up to 5% for sponsorship. 


6. Reduced the square footage of the proposed 1,711 square foot 


sign on the rear of the scoreboard to 75% of the wall area and 
limited the signage to “Ballpark Graphic with Partner logo.”  
Partner logo will not exceed 5% of the graphic area.   


7. Provided a note indicating the “Vintage ‘Ghost Sign’ Murals” 
identified along South Graham Street will be installed prior to 
the final certificate of occupancy being issued.

DISCUSSION 


Staff presented the petition to the Zoning Committee and indicated 


there were no outstanding issues.   


One Committee member asked if the historical signage would include 
pictures from the Charlotte Negro League.  It was noted that several 
members of that league still reside in Charlotte.  The agent for the 
petitioner responded that this information will be kept in mind as the 
signage has not been designed.  


Another Committee member asked about the location of the LED 
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“ribbon” and if the LED signs would be of the same intensity as other 


LED signs in the uptown.  The petitioner’s agent showed the location 
of the “ribbon” and stated that the brightness of the LED signs would 
be consistent with others that had been approved in the area.

 Proposed Request Details 


 The site plan accompanying this petition contains the following provisions: 
 Permitted uses include a minor league baseball stadium and/or other uses permitted in the 


UMUD district. 
 Site will be viewed as a unified development, in terms of building elements and 


development components but may be subdivided to create interior lots with no side or rear 


yards, and no internal separation required. 


 Carryover of the optional provision approved for previous rezoning petition 2007-136 to 
allow vehicular maneuvering in the right-of-way along Martin Luther King, Jr. Boulevard. 


 New optional provisions include: 
 Variations regarding the size, placement and information contained within signage via 


identification, sponsorship and advertising signs.  The proposed signage variations are 
included in a comprehensive signage plan document as part of the rezoning and are in the 
form of banners, decorative static artwork murals, static wall advertising graphic panels, 


historical plaques, LED moving message panels, a 490 square foot LED motion display 
panel, a graphic to cover up to 75% of the 1,776 square foot sign on the rear of the 
batter’s eye wall and a graphic to cover up to 75% of the 1,711 square foot sign on the 
rear of the scoreboard. 


 Relocation of two street trees in front of the proposed 490 square foot LED motion display 
panel on Mint Street. 


 Public Plans and Policies 


 The Charlotte Center City 2020 Vision Plan (2011) envisions the ballpark as being designed to 


add architectural interest to the neighborhood, providing a positive aesthetic impact on the 
streetscape, and providing public art.   


 The petition is consistent with the Charlotte Center City 2020 Vision Plan.

 Outdoor production, processing, or repair of equipment shall be located no closer than

 In the I-2 zoning district, the use is allowed with the two prescribed conditions above, plus 


the following additional condition: 
All structures and buildings shall be located a minimum distance of 300 feet from any abutting 
residentially used or zoned property.

 Adds a new definition for “breweries” which is “an establishment that manufactures beer”. 
 Clarifies that breweries are allowed in the U-I, I-1, and I-2 zoning districts, with revised 


prescribed conditions: 


 Urban Industrial (U-I) and Light Industrial (I-1) zoning districts: 


 Maximum size: 60,000 square feet. 
 Primary vehicular access provided by a Class II (limited access arterial), Class III 


(major arterial), Class III-C (commercial arterial), Class IV (minor arterial), Class 
V-C (commercial street), or by a commercial cul-de-sac. 


 Outdoor production, processing, or repair of equipment shall be located no closer 
than 300 feet from any abutting residentially used or zoned property.  Distances 
shall be measured from the closest edge of the outdoor production, processing, or 


repair area to the property line of the residential use or zoning district. 
 Heavy Industrial (I-2) zoning district: 


 Breweries up to 60,000 square feet: 
 Maximum F.A.R of .80. 
 Outdoor storage of goods and materials used in assembly, fabrication or 


processing is permitted, but shall not exceed 25 percent of the floor area of all 
buildings on a lot. 


 Breweries greater than 60,000 square feet: 


 Maximum F.A.R of 1.0. 
 All structures and buildings shall be located a minimum of 300 feet from any 


abutting residentially used or zoned property.  Distances shall be measured from 
the closest edge of the outdoor production, processing, or repair area to the 
property line of the residential use or zoning district.   


 Primary vehicular access provided  by a Class II (limited access arterial), Class III 
(major arterial), Class III-C (commercial arterial), Class IV (minor arterial), Class  
V-C (commercial street), or by a commercial cul-de-sac. 


 Outdoor production, processing, or repair of equipment shall be located no closer than 300 
feet from any abutting residentially used or zoned property.  Distances shall be measured 
from the closest edge of the outdoor production, processing, or repair area to the property 
line of the residential use or zoning district.

a. Amend Section 2.201, “Definitions” by adding a definition in alphabetical order for 
“brewery”.  The new definition shall read as follows: 


 
 Brewery. 
 
 An establishment that manufactures beer. 


   
 


B. CHAPTER 9:  GENERAL  DISTRICTS 
 
 1. PART 1:  TABLE OF USES AND HIERARCHY OF DISTRICTS 
 


a. Amend Table 9.101 by adding “Breweries” in alphabetical order as a use allowed under 
prescribed conditions in the I-1 and I-2 zoning districts, under the “Industrial Uses” 
header.

2. PART 10:  URBAN INDUSTRIAL DISTRICT 
 


a. Amend 9.1003, “Urban Industrial District; uses permitted under prescribed conditions” 
by adding a new item (2.5) titled, “Breweries” to the list of uses.  The new entry shall 
read as follows: 
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(2.5) Breweries shall meet the following prescribed conditions: 
 
(a) Maximum size:  60,000 square feet. 
 
(b) Primary vehicular access to the use shall be provided by a Class II (limited 


access arterial), Class III (major arterial), Class III-C (commercial 
arterial), Class IV (minor arterial), Class V-C (commercial street), or by a 
commercial cul-de-sac. 


 
(c) Outdoor production, processing, or repair of equipment shall be located no 


closer than 300’ from any abutting residentially used or zoned property.  
Distances shall be measured from the closest edge of the outdoor 
production, processing, or repair area to the property line of the residential 
use or zoning district. 


 
 
3. PART 11:  INDUSTRIAL  DISTRICT 


 
a. Amend Section 9.1103, “Uses permitted under prescribed conditions”, by adding a new 


item (6.5) titled, “Breweries” to the list of uses.  The new entry shall read as follows: 
 
 (6.5)  Breweries. 


 
(1) In I-1, breweries shall meet the following prescribed conditions: 


 
(a) Maximum size:  60,000 square feet. 
 
(b) Primary vehicular access to the use shall be provided by a 


Class II (limited access arterial), Class III (major arterial), 
Class III-C (commercial arterial), Class IV (minor arterial), 
Class V-C (commercial street), or by a commercial cul-de-
sac. 


 
(c) Outdoor production, processing, or repair of equipment 


shall be located no closer than 300’ from any abutting 
residentially used or zoned property.  Distances shall be 
measured from the closest edge of the outdoor production, 
processing, or repair area to the property line of the 
residential use or zoning district. 


  
(2) In I-2, breweries shall meet the following prescribed conditions: 
 


(a) Breweries with a maximum size of 60,000 square feet shall meet 
the following prescribed conditions: 


 
1. Maximum FAR of .80. 
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 2. Outdoor storage of goods and materials used in 
assembly, fabrication or processing is permitted, but 
shall not exceed 25% of the floor area of all 
buildings on a lot. 


 
(b) Breweries greater than 60,000 square feet in size shall meet the 


following prescribed conditions: 
 


1. Maximum FAR of 1.0. 
 
2. All structures and buildings shall be located a 


minimum of 300’ from any abutting residentially 
used or zoned property.   Distances shall be 
measured from the closest edge of the structure to 
the property line of the residential use or zoning 
district. 


 
(c). Primary vehicular access to the use shall be provided by a Class II 


(limited access arterial), Class III (major arterial), Class III-C 
(commercial arterial), Class IV (minor arterial), Class V-C 
(commercial street), or by a commercial cul-de-sac. 
 


(d). Outdoor production, processing, or repair of equipment shall be 
located no closer than 300’ from any abutting residentially used or 
zoned property.  Distances shall be measured from the closest edge 
of the outdoor production, processing, or repair area to the property 
line of the residential use or zoning district.

A public hearing on rezoning petition 2013-039 for a text amendment to Sections 2.201, Table 
9.101, 9.1003, and 9.1103 of the Zoning Ordinance was held on March 18, 2013.  The amendment 
proposes to add a new definition for brewery and modify the prescribed conditions for breweries in 
the U-1, I-1 and I-2 zoning districts. 
 
Several potential or existing breweries approached staff last year with a desire to increase 
opportunities for microbrewery development.  In January 2013, Planning staff invited 
interested citizens to participate on a Citizen Advisory Group to review and make 
recommendations for changes to zoning standards for breweries. 
 
Staff proposes to expedite this text amendment to respond to pending development proposals.

A new public hearing on rezoning petition 2013-005 for the Knight’s Stadium was required due to 
an advertising error.  The new hearing was held on March 18, 2013.  In order to avoid further 
delays for the petitioner, staff has requested that the Council render a decision on this petition at 
the March 25, 2013 Business Meeting. 
 
The property is surrounded by Graham Street, W. 4th Street, Mint Street and Martin Luther King, Jr. 
Boulevard.  The proposed request would allow rezoning from UMUD-O, uptown mixed use district 
– optional, to UMUD-O, SPA uptown mixed use district – optional, site plan amendment.  The 
property is located in Council District 2 (Mitchell). 
 
On March 20, 2013, the Zoning Committee of the Planning Commission held a special meeting to 
consider a recommendation on this petition.  The Committee unanimously found the petition to be 
consistent with the Charlotte Center City 2020 Vision Plan and to be reasonable and in the public 
interest and voted unanimously to recommend approval of the petition as modified.

Recommendation.pdf”).  In addition, the petitioner has provided a full site plan package for each 
Council member (included in Council’s mail packets) and a letter of support from Third Ward 
attached (see “Letter.pdf”) below.

City Council Acquisition of Land South of the New Runway

The Airport’s new third parallel runway opened in January 2010.  In preparation for its design 
and construction, the Airport undertook an Environmental Impact Study (EIS) that considered, 
among other things, what impact noise from aircraft operating on the new runway would have 
on the community.  Between 1995 and 2001, the Airport routinely communicated with Council 
and the community on the EIS process, explaining that a number of homes to the South of the 
new runway (Southern Properties) would be identified for acquisition by the City through the 
Airport Noise Mitigation Program (Part 150 Program) due to the anticipated new noise.  
However, the FAA did not ultimately approve the acquisition of the Southern Properties by the 
City through the Part 150 Program. However it did approve other Airport noise mitigation 
efforts. A map of the Southern Properties is attached (see “Map.pdf”).  


Last year, a number of plaintiffs sued the City based on allegations of inverse condemnation 
due to aircraft noise. Eight of the 48 plaintiffs own homes in the Southern Properties. 
Settlement negotiations are ongoing in this litigation. 


In the years since the EIS was submitted, the Airport has continued to grow and it is now clear 
that the land on which the Southern Properties are located is needed for future development of 
the Airport.  The FAA agrees with this assessment and, on February 13, 2013, approved a new 
Airport Layout Plan (ALP) which includes the Southern Properties as land to be acquired.   


FAA approval of the ALP means that the cost of acquiring the Southern Properties is now 
eligible for FAA funding through the Airport Improvement Program (AIP) grant process and with 
Passenger Facility Charge revenues.  The Airport therefore intends to proceed with negotiating 
voluntary acquisitions of the Southern Properties which, if successful, could 
contemporaneously settle the lawsuits of the eight plaintiffs.  


The Airport will pay for those properties that can be voluntarily acquired using Airport 
Discretionary Funds to be repaid by future issuances of General Airport Revenue Bonds, AIP 
Grants or Passenger Facility Charge revenues.  The Aviation Director therefore anticipates 
coming to Council in April with a Request for Council Action seeking to appropriate 
approximately $35 million, the estimated total amount needed to acquire all the Southern 
Properties.

Four topics of special interest in this week’s report are: (1) the Airport Authority bill (SB 81) has 
not been calendared for a hearing by the House Transportation Committee as bill sponsors are 
awaiting the State Treasurer’s report on the disposition of outstanding bonds issued by the City 
for airport purposes; (2) Panther’s Stadium bill (HB 193) could be heard as early as Tuesday, 
March 26 by the House Finance Committee as the bill was reported favorably by the occupancy 
tax subcommittee of House Finance on Thursday, March 21; (3) first tax reform proposals were 
introduced in the Senate this week, which staff is analyzing and evaluating; and (4) Governor 
released his budget proposals on Wednesday, which staff is analyzing and evaluating.  If there 
are any breaking updates to these and other issues, staff will inform Mayor and Council. 
 
A reminder to Council that the North Carolina League of Municipalities will hold Town Hall Day 
on Wednesday, March 27.  The League will start off the day with briefings at 9 a.m.,10 a.m. and 
11 a.m. at the Local Government Federal Credit Union (LGFCU) Conference Center.  Afterwards, 
Council members are encouraged to visit with Delegation members. Intergovernmental 
Relations staff will be on hand to provide assistance.  
 
February 27 Metropolitan Transit Commission Meeting Summary

At its meeting on Wednesday, February 27, 2013, the MTC had one action item and heard two 
information items: 
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Regional and UNC Charlotte Services 
MTC members unanimously approved a resolution to continue the cost sharing agreements for 
express bus and shuttle services with the City of Concord, City of Gastonia, City of Rock Hill, 
Union County, the University of North Carolina at Charlotte and Wells Fargo. The contracts will 
begin in FY2013. Each contract term will be one year with options for four one-year renewals. 
 
LYNX Blue Line Extension (BLE) Project Financing 
Greg Gaskins, Director of Finance for the City of Charlotte, presented the City’s proposed 
financing plan for the BLE. The Interlocal Agreement that formed MTC provides for the City of 
Charlotte to finance debt for CATS projects. The BLE is funded with federal, state and local 
funds. Both the Federal Transit Administration and the North Carolina Department of 
Transportation have signed Full Funding Grant Agreements with the City of Charlotte to fund a 
portion of the project. However, there are factors in the market place that cannot be 
controlled. Sales tax revenue is sensitive to economic conditions. In addition, revenue 
challenges with federal and state funding partners have led to a gap in the project’s projected 
revenue stream. The state has indicated that they will pay $25 million a year over a ten-year 
period rather than reimbursing costs in the year in which funds they occur. The President’s 
budget last year included an appropriation for $70 million for the BLE, but those funds were not 
appropriated. To provide necessary cash flow for the project in potentially challenging 
economic times, the City’s proposed financial plan creates a new method of allocating sales tax 
to debt service, operating and revenue reserves. This system will leave CATS’ existing $100 
million reserve to deal with challenges on the capital side and creates a traditional revenue 
bond model for the operations side, creating a reserve based on sales tax projections on a level 
scale. The sales tax allocation will follow the trend line to smooth volatility; the reserve can be 
drawn on to make the model level.  
 
The financial model is conservative in terms of money flow. The primary goal is to ensure that 
bonds hold the highest rating possible, that they receive Local Government Commission 
approval and impact operations minimally. The City feels that there may be better results than 
the model suggests. There will be three separate parts to the bond. If there are better results 
than the model suggests, later borrowings may be less than projected. However, MTC members 
expressed concern over the plan’s operating reserve, to be funded from sales tax projections. 
The model has a shortfall of $20 million, which would impact operations. 
 
FY2014-2015 Operating Program 
Staff provided an overview of core services in bus and rail. CATS is managing bus operations for 
efficient management with limited growth. Growth is possible within existing budget 
parameters through managing costs and reallocating service hours to maintain service quality. 
CATS seeks service funding partners and grant opportunities to fund service expansion. 
Technology now allows Special Transportation Services passengers to schedule rides through 
web scheduling. Rail Operations will move forward with the Capital State of Good Repair 
program to maintain LYNX cars and Automatic Train Protection upgrades and modifications, in 
addition to other maintenance expansion areas needed to keep the system in good running

ensure a quorum, members agreed to meet at the Mint Hill Town Hall at 5:30 p.m. on 
Tuesday, March 26.  


b. MTC Financing Policy: 
The BLE Financing model may lead to recommended changes in the debt policy. There is a 
full LGC meeting on April 2. In order for the BLE’s Financing model to be considered at that 
meeting, MTC members must consider and act on proposed financial policy changes at the 
March meeting. There is a need to present the plan at the April 2 LGC meeting; since the 
project did not receive Federal appropriations last year and State allocations are 
constrained, there will be no funding to continue the BLE project after April.

At the February 25 Dinner Briefing on the Blue Line Extension, Council member Autry asked about the 
expected interest expense for the project and the cash flow for the financing of the project.   
 
Below is a breakout of the financing costs and the most current version of the financing model for the project.  
Attached for further review is the Charlotte Area Transit System (CATS) Cashflow and Debt Sizing Model.  
Please note that the financing costs are current estimates and may change depending on the final sale of the 
debt and when that debt is issued.  The model is also subject to change depending on how quickly grant 
proceeds for the project are received from the federal and state governments.

Credit Card Machines in Taxis/Black Town Cars at Hotels

Various taxi drivers posed questions during the Citizens’ Forum regarding the Passenger Vehicle For Hire (PVH) 
Ordinance.  City Council requested information about the rules on how taxis are to operate including the 
requirement of credit card readers. 
 
The City Attorney’s office is responding to four questions posed by Councilmembers: (i) what are the 
requirements for credit card machines; (ii) whether the PVH office prorates vehicle fees; (iii) whether a hotel 
can prohibit taxi cabs from staging on its property; and (iv) what are the number of taxi cabs operating before 
and after 2011 PVH Ordinance revision. 
 
First, per City Code § 22-288(5)(pp), the City requires all taxi cabs to be equipped with a backseat credit card 
machine that shall be turned on and active for any passenger to use. The PVH ordinance is silent as to the fees 
that credit card companies or taxi cab companies may charge to process the electronic payments. (Attached 
are minutes from the 2011 Community Safety Committee meetings that address the issue of backseat credit 
card machines in taxis.  In the interest of saving paper, staff will make the attached documents available in 
hard copy upon request and in the Council Library.)  In addition, the petition, which was submitted to Council 
regarding taxi cab driver’s opposition to the backseat credit card machine, has been determined to include 
multiple Yellow Cab drivers that have since disavowed signing the petition. Yellow Cab is the only taxi cab 
company that does not assess a fee upon drivers for having a backseat credit card machine. Additionally, the 
PVH office determined that some of the petition signers do not currently have a PVH license.  


 
Second, the PVH office assesses a full or prorated vehicle fee based on when the vehicle reaches its vehicle 
age limit. The vehicle age limit for taxi cabs is eight years from the manufacturer’s date stamped on the 
vehicle. For instance, if the vehicle is five years old, then the PVH office will assess the full vehicle fee because 
the vehicle has three years before it reaches its vehicle age limit. However, if the vehicle has three months 
before it reaches its vehicle age limit, then the PVH office will assess a prorated amount for the three months 
that the vehicle can operate under the PVH Ordinance. Overall, the PVH office prorates vehicle fee for any 
vehicle owner whose vehicle reaches its vehicle age limit within one year of the application. 
 
Third, a hotel can prohibit taxi cabs from staging on its property because the hotel sits on private property. In 
an effort to make taxi cabs more accessible to hotel patrons, CDOT added extra taxi cab stands throughout the 
uptown area increasing the total number to nineteen. When disputes have arisen between hotels and taxi 
cabs, the PVH office has maintained that it is a private matter which the PVH office cannot mediate. There is 
nothing in the PVH Ordinance that authorizes the PVH office to intercede in these disputes or to require hotels 
to permit taxi cabs to stage on hotel property. 
 
Fourth, the number of taxi cabs drivers operating in the City has increased since the July 2011 PVH Ordinance 
revisions. In January 2011, there were 620 taxi cab drivers and 15 taxi cab companies. In March 2013, there 
are 664 taxi cab drivers and 10 tax cab companies. Accordingly, there are more drivers working for fewer 
companies.

HOT TOPICS 
 
Charlotte Regional Airport Authority Act (SB 81 – Rucho / HB 104 – Brawley) Legislation 
transfers control of the Charlotte Douglas International Airport from the City of Charlotte to an 
independent Authority composed of 13 members; Charlotte City Council, Charlotte Mayor, 
County Commissions of Mecklenburg, Gaston, Cabarrus, Lincoln, Iredell and Union, Speaker of 
the House, Senate President Pro Tem, and Governor would each get one appointee; final two 
appointees would be picked by Authority members; in Senate Finance, committee added power 
for the Authority to exercise eminent domain for public uses at the Airport but only after being 
authorized by a majority of the eight local government appointee members of the Authority; SB 
81 goes on to state that the power of eminent domain may not be used by the Authority to 
acquire land for uses such as hotels, motels, restaurants, or industrial parks; HB 104 referred to 
House Transportation; SB 81 passed Senate and has been sent to the House; SB 81 has been 
referred to House Transportation and if reported favorably to House Finance; at this point in 
time, SB 81 has not been calendared for House Transportation and probably will not be until 
after the State Treasurer’s opinion on the disposition of outstanding bonds is released 
 
Panther’s Stadium (HB 193 – Samuelson, W. Brawley, Carney, Earle) Legislation allows 
City of Charlotte to utilize Convention Center funds to finance improvements to Bank of 
America Stadium, which funds are already needed to finance coming Convention Center 
improvements; funds in the Convention Center account are not even enough to finance the 
needed stadium improvements; reported out of House Government on 3/14 and Occupancy Tax 
subcommittee of House Finance on 3/21; HB 193 now goes to the full House Finance Committee 
where it could be heard as early as Tuesday, March 26 
 
Tax Reform (SB 363 – Brock / SB 394 – Clodfelter) Two proposals put forth to spur economic 
development in the State; while both proposals eliminate the privilege license tax imposed by 
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local governments, at least one of the proposals makes up for that loss by broadening the bases of 
other taxes (SB 394); it is not known at this time the extent that the bases of other taxes 
broadened by SB 394 make up for the loss of $17 million in annual privilege license tax 
revenues to the City of Charlotte; both proposals are being analyzed and evaluated by Finance 
staff at this time 
 
STATE BUDGET 
 
Governor’s Budget Proposal: 
Governor McCrory announced his budget proposals on Wednesday, March 25; FY 2014 and FY 
2015 funding in the amount of $25 million each year for the Blue Line Extension appears on 
pages 8 and 19 of the Recommended Continuation Budget for the Department of Transportation, 
which is consistent with the budget agreement made in 2012 between the NC House and Senate; 
this understanding is being confirmed with NCDOT Transit Division; click here to access 
Recommended Continuation Budget for the Department of Transportation 
 
Budget Timeline: 
Now through late April – Subcommittees of House and Senate Appropriations’ Committees 
continue meeting, and receiving reports from State agencies 
Early May – Senate Appropriation subcommittees make recommendations to Senate 
Appropriations Committee 
May 7 – Senate Appropriations Committee reports out proposed budget to full Senate 
May 9 – Senate passes budget proposal 
May 30 – House considers Senate proposal and passes its budget proposal, which would 
commence budget conference process  
June 13 – House and Senate agree upon budget conference report 
Late June – If the General Assembly is still in session, Governor must sign or veto budget within 
10 days after being presented with the bill or it becomes law

Long Term Investment Program (SB 276 – Clodfelter) Local charter bill amends City’s long 
term investment authority to enable use of “prudent investor” rule; referred to Senate State and 
Local Government 
 
Public Transportation Buses (SB 301 – Graham / HB 375 – Jeter, Bryan, Schaffer, 
Cotham) SB 301 is a statewide bill increasing maximum allowable length of public 
transportation buses from 45 to 60 feet, thus allowing use of higher capacity articulated buses; 
SB 301 referred to Senate Transportation; HB 375 is a local bill allowing buses owned and 
operated by the City of Charlotte to be up to 60 feet but be operated primarily on roadways with 
speed limits over 45 miles per hour; HB 375 referred to House Transportation 
 
Infrastructure Improvements (SB 104 – Hartsell) Legislation eliminates the July 1, 2013 
sunset date of the Special Assessments for Critical Infrastructure Needs Act of 2008; SB 104 is 
consistent with City and MTC legislative agendas that requested extension of sunset date to

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allow for continued examination of Red Line Regional Rail project and not lose one of the 
potential sources of funding for the project 
 
Transportation Project Financing (SB 322 – Clodfelter) Legislation allows local government 
to use special obligation bond financing for public transportation projects, thereby facilitating 
local participation in the federal Transportation Infrastructure Financing and Innovation Act 
(TIFIA) program; loans are available from the federal government through the TIFIA program 
for public transportation projects at costs that are competitive with other forms of financing; 
referred to Senate Finance 
 
Civil Service Board (SB 299 – Graham) Charter bill increases membership of Charlotte Civil 
Service Board from 7 to 9 members; referred to Senate State and Local Government 
 
DEVELOPING ISSUES 
 
Zoning/Design & Aesthetic Controls (HB 150 – Dollar, W. Brawley, Moffitt, Jordan / SB 
139 – Clodfelter, Gunn, Tarte)  Legislation restricts use of design standards by counties and 
cities for any residential dwelling subject to the NC Residential Code for One and Two Family 
Dwellings; several exceptions are granted for dwellings located in historic districts and national 
registers of historical places, local, State or federal national historical landmarks, manufactured 
or modular housing, life safety codes, and national flood insurance program areas; SB 139 
referred to Senate Commerce; HB 150 passed House and referred to Senate Rules 
 
Towns Enforce Ordinances on Lake Norman (HB 186 – Jeter / SB 142 – Tarte) Local 
legislation authorizes towns of Cornelius, Davidson, Huntersville, Mooresville and Troutman to
