Delta will be hosting a ribbon-cutting ceremony on the morning of July 11, 2012 to mark the 
launch of five daily non-stop flights to New York’s LaGuardia airport.  This is a significant 
increase in their local presence and provides greater access to New York for Charlotte’s 
business traveler.  Details for the inaugural flight and activities planned will be emailed to 
Council members.  Some key facts about Delta’s service expansion are listed below:  


 
• Delta will operate the new LaGuardia routes starting July 11. 
• Charlotte Douglas International Airport had no Delta flights to LGA last year.  
• The number of daily flights from Charlotte to New York City will now be 7; 5 flights to 


LGA and 2 to JFK. 
• Delta’s new daily schedule will include 36 flights to seven hub destinations.  
• Customers can connect to new business markets through LaGuardia including Dallas, 


Miami, Washington-Dulles and Louisville, Ky.

On November 14, 2011 City Council authorized the City Manager to negotiate a contract and 
appropriate a budget allocation for the use of $400,000 made available through the Federal 
Better Buildings Program and administered through the Southeastern Energy Efficiency 
Alliance (SEEA).   The funding has provided for the continuation of the existing Commercial 
Building Retrofit Program (CBRetro) and provided weatherization and home performance 
training opportunities through Central Piedmont Community College.

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In recognition of the program’s accomplishments and in anticipation of future successes, on 
June 18, 2012 SEEA awarded the City an additional allocation of $207,005 for a total award of 
$607,005. These funds will be utilized to provide partial reimbursement for energy efficiency 
upgrades for additional commercial structures and for-rent apartment communities in the City. 
  
To date the CBRetro program has achieved or contracted to provide energy efficiency 
improvements for more than 575,153 sq. ft. of non-residential space and 1,271 residential 
units, leveraging more than $6.5 million in private investment.
