“As we review public input for Phase 


III, we will be better able to finalize the 
sewer route and refine the engineering 
design for this project,” said Cam Coley, 
spokesperson for CMUD. “We will keep 
residents and businesses informed of 
our progress and the planned route 
through various communications 
with property owners and residents 


in the area. People can expect to hear 
from us through mailings, email, 
neighborhood meetings, our website 
and more.”


Meetings will be scheduled with 
neighborhoods based on their 
location along the proposed project 
route. Residents and businesses 
will be notified by mail when their 
meeting is set. The first meetings 
should be scheduled in early 2013.


Charlotte-Mecklenburg Utility 
Department (CMUD) is currently 
designing the final phase of the Briar 
Creek Sewer Improvement Project. 
Phase III of the project runs from 
Country Club Drive to near Harris 
Boulevard and construction could 
begin in Fall 2014 or later. 


When finished, this three-
phase project will enhance system 
performance, provide increased sewer 
capacity for present and future needs, 
and protect the water quality in Briar 
Creek.


Phase I of the project – from Sugar 
Creek Wastewater Treatment Plant 
near Tyvola and Park roads to 
Randolph Road at the Mint Museum – 
was completed in late summer of 2011. 
Phase II picks up at Randolph Road, 
follows Briar Creek to Independence 
Boulevard and ends at Country Club 
Drive. Construction for Phase II began 
in the spring and is expected to take 
24 months to complete.


Public Meetings for Input


A key part of the design process is 
determining the optimal route for 
the sewer line to follow through the 
area. Many factors are considered and 
property owners’ input is important.  
Residents and businesses in the area 
will be invited to participate in public 
meetings during the design phase.


The purpose of the meetings is to 
discuss the proposed route and to listen 
to property owners’ input. Engineers 
hope to identify a route that has as 
little impact as possible on properties, 
neighborhood assets and surrounding 
environment, while taking into 
account critical technical and cost 
factors such as:
•	 Engineering specifications: the slope 


of the land, location of manholes
•	 Human impact: safety, property 


disruption
•	 Environmental impact: habitat, 


water quality, soil erosion
•	 Regulatory requirements: state 


and federal permitting

Why is this project necessary?


Improvements will increase sanitary sewer capacity 
to meet current and future needs. The current 
system is worn by age, high use and obstructions. 
The new sewer line will reduce the risk of sewer 
overflows and protect water quality in Briar Creek.


What is an easement? 


A property easement is a legal document that 
gives the CMUD the right to use land for a specific 
purpose. Compensation to property owners is 
determined through set appraisals and assessment 
of similar properties in the area.


What happens in an easement during 
construction?


Permanent easements are cleared of trees, 
shrubs, structures and debris in preparation for 
excavation. Temporary easements are cleared of 
trees and shrubs to allow for access and storage 
of construction materials and equipment. Existing 
fences located in the easements are removed and 
temporary fences are installed during construction. 
Easement size will vary along the route as it’s 
based on the size and depth of the pipe to be 
installed. The pipe diameter decreases as it 
goes upstream, possibly starting as 3.5 ft. at the 
Charlotte Country Club and ending near Harris 
Boulevard as 2 ft. 


What happens in an easement after 
construction?  


After the project is completed, existing fences 
are replaced with permanent new fencing. 
Driveways, parking areas, etc. may be removed 
from easement areas, but are restored upon 
project completion. Typically, crews will grade, 
fertilize and seed easements after construction. 
Once restored, property owners can make plans to 
replace landscaping. Property owners cannot place 
permanent structures or plant large, deep-rooted 
trees within permanent easement areas. Gardens, 
crops, shrubbery and ornamental trees with shallow 
roots are acceptable within easement lines.

November 26, 2012 – Citizens’ Forum 
 
Safety at the Intersection of North Sharon Amity Road and Castleton Road

During the Citizens’ Forum, Mindy Tyner and Lucy and Thomas Crain spoke about their experiences, and that of 
other motorists, traveling through the intersection of North Sharon Amity Road and Castleton Road.  City Council 
requested that the Charlotte Department of Transportation (CDOT) investigate ways to make the intersection 
safer.  
 
CDOT will be conducting additional reviews of the traffic safety, intersection design, and traffic signal warrants at 
the intersection of North Sharon Amity Road and Castleton Road.  Staff will be collecting additional traffic count 
data and speed information.  The complete report on this intersection will be available in early January.  In the 
meantime, CDOT is working with CMPD to conduct radar and speed enforcement in the area.  Staff will be sure to 
forward its findings to Ms. Tyner and the Crains in January.   
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Clark Boulevard Improvements

During the Citizens’ Forum, Baxter McCrory, who owns property on Clark Boulevard, requested that Clark 
Boulevard be improved and extended to Ikea Boulevard. City Council requested a report in response to Mr. 
McCrory’s request. 
 
The conditional zoning plan for petition 2008-059, commonly known as Belgate, requires the construction of 
several new local streets. This petition also requires that the petitioner pay the City the construction cost to 
extend Clark Boulevard to Ikea Boulevard at the time that the northern section of Ikea Boulevard is completed 
and its right-of-way is platted. Construction on the northern section of Ikea Boulevard is now underway. The City 
will seek the earliest opportunity to implement the Clark Street connection once the funds are received. 
Sidewalks will be included on all new streets as they are built but no sidewalks will be added to the existing Clark 
Boulevard as part of the rezoning. Sidewalks may be constructed along Clark Boulevard as properties on that 
street redevelop as office uses. CDOT has contacted the citizen to share this information. 
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
