
1. LOCATE A HEELING-IN SITE IN A SHADY, WELL PROTECTED AREA.

3. BACKFILL THE TRENCH WITH 2 INCHES OF WELL ROTTED SAWDUST.
    PLACE A 2 INCH LAYER OF WELL ROTTED SAWDUST AT A SLOPING
    ANGLE AT ONE END OF THE TRENCH.

4. PLACE A SINGLE LAYER OF PLANTS AGAINST THE SLOPING END SO
    THAT THE ROOT COLLAR IS AT GROUND LEVEL.

5. PLACE A 2 INCH LAYER OF WELL ROTTED SAWDUST OVER THE ROOTS
    MAINTAINING A SLOPING ANGLE.

6. REPEAT LAYERS OF PLANTS AND SAWDUST AS NECESSARY AND
    WATER THOROUGHLY.

2. EXCAVATED A FLAT BOTTOM TRENCH 12" DEEP AND PROVIDE DRAINAGE.

BARE ROOT PLANTS AND PLUGS
TYPICAL PLANTING METHODOLOGY



1. INSERT PLANTING BAR 12" INTO
THE GROUND AS SHOWN AND
PULL HANDLE TOWARD PLANTER.

3. INSERT PLANTING BAR 2
INCHES TOWARD PLANTER
FROM SEEDING.

4. PULL HANDLE OF BAR TOWARD
PLANTER, FIRMING SOIL AT
BOTTOM.

5. PUSH HANDLE FORWARD
FIRMING SOIL AT TOP

6. LEAVE COMPACTION
HOLE OPEN WATER
THOROUGHLY.

2. REMOVE PLANTING BAR AND
PLACE SEEDING AT CORRECT
DEPTH.

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NOTES:

1. DURING PLANTING, SEEDLINGS SHALL BE KEPT IN A
MOIST CANVAS BAG OR SIMILAR CONTAINER TO
PREVENT THE ROOT SYSTEMS FROM DRYING.

2. PLANTING BAR SHALL HAVE A BLADE WITH A
TRIANGULAR CROSS SECTION, AND SHALL BE 12
INCHES LONG, 4 INCHES WIDE AND 1 INCH THICK AT
CENTER.

3. ALL SEEDLINGS SHALL BE ROOT PRUNED, IF
NECESSARY, SO THAT NO ROOTS EXTEND MORE
THAN 10 INCHES BELOW THE ROOT COLLAR.
