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HOW DOESIT WORK?

These ponds capture rainfal from storm drains and runoff from
rooftops, parking lots, driveways, and other hard surfaces. There are
three main comporents of the Wet Fond that help treat storm water:

a The forebay is a pool where the water first enters the pond,
=’ and heavier pollutants, such as sediment, initially settle there.

3) The drawdown structure allows the water to be released
