Public Hearing — Camp Stewart South Annexation

During the Public Hearing, Council member Nancy Carter asked about the possibility of excising
Cedarbrook Acres from Camp Stewart South due to her concerns about density.

Planning staff has concluded the following:

Cedarbrook Acres is not “rural,” it qualifies for annexation by itself under the
development standard, and it is instrumental in helping the larger area qualify.

Subsection “d” parcels (136 acres) cannot be reasonably annexed unless all of Camp
Stewart South is annexed as one area (is not a land connection if split).

Eliminating a central geography such as Cedarbrook Acres, which is illustrated in the
attached map, is contrary to long-standing practice of the City of Charlotte, and creates
unfairness to others in the implementation of annexation policy

Planning staff also examined a number of scenarios at City Council’s request, ran qualification
calculations, and reached the following findings:

The Camp Stewart South area, as presented to City Council, qualifies for annexation.

The Cedarbrook Acres neighborhood (without the remainder of Camp Stewart South)
qualifies for annexation by itself.

The remainder of Camp Stewart South (without Cedarbrook Acres) does not appear to
qualify for annexation.

The remainder of Camp Stewart South (without Cedarbrook Acres) appears to qualify if

three under-developed parcels (about 136 acres adjoining Cedarbrook Acres) are
excluded; however those three tracts as part of a future “Cedarbrook Acres” annexation
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would not qualify for annexation. These three tracts would then become an island

unable to be annexed for the foreseeable future. (see left side table of contents for attached

Since its inception in 2006, Clean Air Works! has grown to include 116 companies and has engaged more than
100,000 employees in commuting alternatives that reduce ozone-forming emissions. Collectively, the efforts
have resulted in more than 4.8 million vehicle miles of travel avoided.

Permit Extension Act of 2009 Extended by Session Law 2010-177

In 2008, due to the economic downturn, the North Carolina General Assembly passed a law allowing for
building and site development permits then in force to be valid for an extended period of time, up to three
years, through December 31, 2010. During the 2010 session of the legislature, the General Assembly provided
for an automatic extension of that time period for one additional year, through December 31, 2011, unless a
unit of local government chooses to opt out of that automatic extension.

Given the continued slow economic recovery, City of Charlotte and Mecklenburg County staff have evaluated
the extension and believe it would be appropriate to incorporate the extension for projects in the City and the
ETJ; therefore, staff believe the City should not opt out of the automatic extension. If Council members wish to
evaluate the issue further, please let staff know. Otherwise, staff will assume Council is in agreement, and no
official action is necessary at this time.

City and County staff will be notifying permitting customers of this extension within the next few weeks.
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
