e Property owners inquired about:

o The impacts of the proposed riprap apron and if anything else can be
used. The riprap apron is necessary to slow the water down to help
deter erosion.

o Extending the headwall and removing the use of riprap. Extending the
headwall would have a larger impact to the property and would not
eliminate the riprap apron.

o The shift in alignment of the proposed pipe. The shift is to better align
the new pipe with the channel.
