OFFICIAL COMMUNITY MEETING REPORT
Petitioner: Piedmont Capital, LLC
Rezoning Petition No. 2021-079

This Community Meeting Report is being filed with the Office of the City Clerk and the Charlotte-
Mecklenburg Planning, Design and Development Staff pursuant to the provisions of the City of Charlotte
Zoning Ordinance.

PERSONS AND ORGANIZATIONS CONTACTED WITH DATE AND EXPLANATION OF
HOW CONTACTED:

A representative of the Petitioner mailed written notice of the date, time and virtual format for the
Community Meeting to the individuals and organizations set out on Exhibit A attached hereto by depositing
such notice in the U.S. mail on July 19, 2021. A copy of the written notice is attached hereto as Exhibit B.

DATE, TIME AND FORMAT OF MEETING:

The Virtual Community Meeting was held on Monday, August 2, 2021 at 5:30 p.m. via the Zoom platform.

Recipients of the notice letter were directed to RSVP for a link to the virtual meeting via email or phone to
a member of the Petitioner’s team. Members of the community who were unable to access the virtual
meeting were directed to email or call a member of the Petitioner’s team and could be provided with a copy
(including a mailed paper copy, if necessary) of the meeting presentation.

MEETING PARTICIPATION:

The Virtual Community Meeting had four (4) total attendees from the community, as listed in Exhibit C.
The Petitioner was represented at the Community Meeting by William Hodges, Wes McAdams and Mason
Ellerbe, as well as by Petitioner’s agents, Andre Lennon with Civil & Environmental Consultants, Inc. and
Collin Brown and Brittany Lins with Alexander Ricks PLLC.

SUMMARY OF PRESENTATION/DISCUSSION:

Mr. Collin Brown welcomed the attendee and introduced the Petitioner’s team, using a PowerPoint
presentation, attached hereto as Exhibit D. Mr. Brown showed aerials and street views of the parcel located
on Wendover Road, known as the Wendover Plaza.

Mr. Brown gave a general overview of the rezoning process and development considerations that a
developer must take into account. Mr. Brown explained that the property is currently zoned to the B-1(CD)
zoning district with an existing conditional site plan for the current shopping center. The current site plan
limits proposals for changes or additions to the existing shopping center. The adopted Independence
Boulevard area plan recognizes the existing shopping center and recommends retail uses for the site.

The Petitioner is seeking a rezoning to accommodate a new outparcel building with a drive-through
restaurant and addition of a drive-through limited service restaurant use on the existing outparcel building.
The Petitioner plans to allow the current tenants to remain and does not have plans to demolish any existing
buildings. Feedback from the community confirmed that the existing Food Lion grocery store is an
important amenity to the neighborhood to maintain grocery within a walkable area. Although Food Lion
has not committed to remain in the location, the Petitioner’s team believes that their proposal to add
investment into the shopping center would likely increase Food Lion’s profitability and marketability to
make them more interested in remaining in this location. The Petitioners team further explained that the
Credit Union decided to vacate their space so the Petitioner intends to fill the space with a coffee shop
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(currently targeting a Starbucks) with an added drive through window. The Petitioner is also proposing the
construction of a new outparcel building to accommodate a fast-food drive through (currently targeting a
Chick-fil-a). Other potential new tenants planned for currently vacant spaces include Goodwill. The
Petitioner’s team discussed the job creation of the future tenants and some of the employee benefits for
each.

Mr. Brown stated that the rezoning timeline could result in a public hearing in September and a City Council
decision in October, at the earliest. The virtual meeting was then opened for discussion with the community
attendees:

One attendee asked about the nature of the proposed Goodwill business and how it might impact the Habitat
for Humanity store nearby. In response, the Petitioner’s team stated that the potential Goodwill would
likely have traditional retail with a storefront and a donation center and is targeted for the currently
unoccupied former Post Office space. The Petitioner’s believes that this potential tenant is responsive to
community feedback for a desire to prevent uses that displace the community and instead provide tenants
that service the neighborhood.

In response to an attendee’s question regarding proposed changes to the intersection or addition of a traffic
signal at the shopping center entrance, the Petitioner’s team stated that they will be going through traffic
review with the Charlotte Department of Transportation (CDOT) to see if a stoplight is warranted but is not
expecting one at this time.

An adjacent property owner inquired into the status of the fencing surrounding the property and expressed
concerns over loitering in an area with fencing in bad condition. In response, the Petitioner’s team stated
that they would fix any fencing or areas with unauthorized ingress/egress. The Petitioner’s team intends to
make improvements to surrounding fencing, roofs, and facades. The Petitioner’s goal is to improve the
experience for the existing tenants so they are more likely to want to remain in the shopping center.

The meeting concluded at approximately 6:15 p.m. with no further questions or comments from the
attendee.
